Dematerialization of Physical Holdings:

SEBI has amended relevant provisions of SEBI (Listing Obligations and Disclosure Requirements) Regulations, 2015 to disallow
listed companies from accepting request for transfer of securities which are held in physical form, with effect from 01st April,
2019. Further it has been mandated vide amendment 2022 that transmission or transposition of securities held in physical or
dematerialised form shall be effected only in dematerialised form. The shareholders who continue to hold shares in physical form
even after this date, will not be able to lodge the shares with Bank / its RTA for further transfer. They will need to convert them to
demat form compulsorily if they wish to effect, any transfer.
