iv) Pursuant to SEBI Circular No. SEBI/HO/CFD/CMD/CIR/P/2020/242 dated 09.12.2020, under Regulation 44 of Securities and
Exchange Board of India (Listing Obligations and Disclosure Requirements) Regulations, 2015, listed entities are required to
provide remote e-voting facility to its shareholders, in respect of all shareholders’ resolutions. However, it has been observed
that the participation by the public non-institutional shareholders/retail shareholders is at a negligible level.

Currently, there are multiple e-voting service providers (ESPs) providing e-voting facility to listed entities in India. This
necessitates registration on various ESPs and maintenance of multiple user IDs and passwords by the shareholders.

In order to increase the efficiency of the voting process, pursuant to a public consultation, it has been decided to enable
e-voting to all the demat account holders, by way of a single login credential, through their demat accounts/ websites
of Depositories/ Depository Participants. Demat account holders would be able to cast their vote without having to register
again with the ESPs, thereby, not only facilitating seamless authentication but also enhancing ease and convenience of
participating in e-voting process.

V) In terms of SEBI circular no. SEBI/HO/CFD/CMD/CIR/P/2020/242 dated December 9, 2020 on e-Voting facility provided by
Listed Companies, Individual shareholders holding securities in demat mode are allowed to vote through their demat account
maintained with Depositories and Depository Participants. Shareholders are advised to update their mobile number and email
Id in their demat accounts in order to access e-Voting facility.

TO RAISE CAPITAL THROUGH FPO/RIGHTS ISSUE/QIP/ PREFERENTIAL ISSUE ETC.,

(i) As per RBI guidelines under Basel Ill the Bank should maintain a minimum CRAR of 10.875% of its Risk Weighted Assets (RWA)
as of 31.03.2021, including stipulation of the minimum Common Equity Tier | Capital (CET 1) of 5.50%. As per the RBI prescribed
transitional arrangements, the banks should provide every year Capital Conservation Buffer (CCB) of 0.625% from March 2016 to
March 2019 and the CCB should be in the form of CET 1. However, RBI has deferred implementation of the last tranche of 0.625%
from 31.03.2019 to 01.10.2021. The Bank’s Capital Adequacy Ratio as on 31.03.2021 was at 14.49% as per Basel Ill, of which Tier
| capital (including CCB) was 10.975%. To meet the additional requirement on account of CCB and to provide necessary capital for
the annual business growth, Bank has assessed a Capital requirement of around ¥ 5,000/- crore for the financial year 2021-22.

(ii) The required capital as above is proposed to be raised from market by way of FPO/Rights Issue/QIP/ Preferential issue etc.,
including Capital support from Central Government, if any. These options will be exercised by the Bank as per the requirement and
based on the prevailing market conditions.

(i)  The equity capital as above said will be raised with due approvals from the Government of India, Reserve Bank of India and such
other authorities as laid down in The Banking Companies (Acquisition and Transfer of Undertakings) Act 1970, The Nationalised
Banks (Management and Miscellaneous Provisions) Scheme 1970 and subject to the relevant guidelines / regulations of SEBI and
SEBI (Listing Obligations and Disclosure Requirements) Regulations, 2015.

(iv)  The Board of Directors at its meeting held on 29" April, 2021 had given their approval to raise an equity capital upto ¥ 5000/- crore
(including share premium) through the different available options and has recommended the passing of the resolution as mentioned
in the notice.

(v)  The approval of the Shareholders of the Bank was obtained in the 17" Annual General Meeting held on 11" August, 2020 for
raising of capital through FPO/Rights Issue/QIP/ Preferential issue etc., upto ¥ 2,000/- crore. As per the SEBI Regulations, the
validity of the resolution is restricted to twelve months for such QIPs. Keeping in view the future requirements, the approval of the
shareholders of the Bank is hereby sought once again.

(vi)  The equity shares issued shall rank pari passu in all respects with the existing equity shares of the Bank including dividend.
The Board of Directors recommends passing of the Special Resolution as mentioned in the notice.
None of the Directors / Key Managerial Persons of the Bank is interested or concerned in the aforementioned resolutions, except
to the extent of their shareholding in the Bank.

ELECTION OF ONE SHAREHOLDER DIRECTOR

(i) As per Section 9 (3) (i) of The Banking Companies (Acquisition and Transfer of Undertakings) Act, 1970, where the capital issued
under clause (c) of sub section 2B of Section 3 is less than sixteen per cent of the total paid up capital of the Bank, the Board of
Bank should have one Director duly elected by the shareholders, other than the Central Government, from amongst themselves.

(iii)  The Board at its meeting held on 29% April, 2021 has approved to conduct the election to fill in this vacancy of One Shareholder
Director on the Board of the Bank that will arise on 30" June 2021.

(iv)  The Shareholders (other than the Central Government) are therefore entitled to send their nominations as per the procedure detailed
in various and relevant Acts / Scheme /Regulations / Notification /Directions from the Central Government/ RBI. Upon receipt of
nomination of candidature duly filled in all respect, scrutiny of nomination will be completed by the Nomination & Remuneration
Committee/Board of Bank.

e) If he is not found to be ‘Fit and Proper’ person in terms of Notification of Reserve Bank of India RBI Master Direction DBR.
