During the financial year 2024-25, Bank has not received any equity capital from GOl under recapitalization plan.
The Bank raised %3,500 crore in equity share capital (including share premium) through a Qualified Institutional
Placement (QIP) on October 5, 2024. This resulted in the issuance and allotment of 61,01,81,311 new equity
shares of 10 each to investors at a premium of ¥47.36 per share. The Bank issued Basel lll-compliant Tier-II
bonds worth 1,000 crore on July 4, 2024. As of March 31, 2025, the capital adequacy ratio stood at 20.53%,
comfortably exceeding the regulatory requirement of 11.50% (including the Capital Conservation Buffer) under
Basel lll norms. The Common Equity Tier 1 (CET1) capital ratio was robust at 15.83%.

The equity capital as above said will be raised with due approvals from the Government of India, Reserve Bank
of India and such other authorities as laid down in The Banking Companies (Acquisition and Transfer of
Undertakings) Act 1970, The Nationalised Banks (Management and Miscellaneous Provisions) Scheme 1970 and
subject to the relevant guidelines / regulations of SEBI and SEBI (Listing Obligations and Disclosure
Requirements) Regulations, 2015.

The Board of Directors at their meeting held on 25th April, 2025 have given their approval to raise an equity
capital upto Rs.7,500/- crore (including share premium) through the different available options and has
recommended the passing of the resolution as mentioned in the notice.

The Authorized Capital of the Bank is, at present, Rs.10000 crore. The Paid up Equity Share capital of the Bank
as on 31st March, 2025 is Rs. 7691.56 crore.

The Present resolution is proposed in order to enable the Board of Directors of the Bank to issue equity shares
at an appropriate time, mode, premium and other terms.

The equity shares issued shall rank pari passu in all respects with the existing equity shares of the Bank including
dividend.

Pursuant to Regulation 24A of the SEBI Listing Regulations, every listed entity is required to conduct a
Secretarial Audit by a Secretarial Auditor who shall be Peer Reviewed Company Secretary and annex a
Secretarial Audit Report to its annual report. Additionally, a listed entity must appoint a Secretarial Audit firm for
a maximum of one term (in case of individual)/ two terms (in case of firm) of five consecutive years, with the
approval of its shareholders in its Annual General Meeting. Accordingly, the Board of Directors of the Bank at
their meeting held on 06.06.2025 has recommended the appointment of M/s Joshi & Joshi (Unique Code No.
P2009MH020200) Practicing Company Secretaries as the Secretarial Auditor of the Bank for a term of five
consecutive years, commencing from the financial year 2025-26 to 2029-30.

As per Section 9 (3) (i) of The Banking Companies (Acquisition and Transfer of Undertakings) Act, 1970, where
the capital issued under clause (c) of sub section 2B of Section 3 is more than sixteen per cent but less than
thirty two percent of the total paid up capital of the Bank, the Board of Bank should have two Directors duly
elected by the shareholders, other than the Central Government, from amongst themselves.

The Shareholders of the Bank have already elected Shri Praveen Kumar as a Shareholder Director who
assumed office on 30.06.2024. As per the above guidelines, the Bank is entitled to elect one more director,
amongst shareholders, other than the Central Government.
